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The Kushiro Wetland is a true gift of nature and a historic heritage site
that was designated as Japan’s 28th National Park on July 31, 1987.

The Kushiro Marsh Observatory stands among the Carex caespitosa grass
that thrives on the marsh. It was opened in January 1984, and has a style
reminiscent of an old Western castle. The observation point on its rooftop
offers spectacular views that change with the seasons.
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- The marsh is a place where modem and primeval life coexist.
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The observation lounge and rooftop-area
onthe third floor provide impressive v1stas
of the Savanna type marsh

The exhibition space prowdes opportunities
to learn about the history of the marsh
through dioramas showing its flora and
fauna, its Japanese huchen(“illusionary fish")
inhabitants and its geographical/geological
characteristics displayed on graphic panels
as well as live images.
